1.RULES: 

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012, the prescriptions of US SAILING, the Inter-Scholastic Sailing Association (ISSA) Procedural Rules, the MASSA Procedural Rules and By-Laws, this Notice of Race, and the Sailing Instructions. The regatta is classified as a Category A event.

2. ELIGIBILITY: 

2.1 Eighteen (18) MASSA teams are invited.  The number of teams from each MASSA League shall be determined by the MASSA Procedural Rules and is based on number of active teams in each League.  

2.2 Selection of competing schools will be by League elimination. Each school must qualify within its MASSA League pursuant to its local league’s qualification rules. Schools should contact their League directors to find out details on League qualifiers.
2.3   All competing teams must meet the following requirements: (1) Teams must be members of MASSA and ISSA and in good standing including completed registrations and payment of dues, (2) Teams must be comprised of sailors from a single school – combined teams are not be eligible to compete, and (3) Teams must comply with all ISSA championship eligibility rules and requirements.  Since this District event is not a qualifier for a National Event, students under 9th grade may compete according to MASSA by-laws as long as their teams realize that it could disqualify them from qualifying for next Spring's ISSA Mallory regatta if the MASSA Spring qualifier could not be sailed. 

2.4 Teams must be accompanied by a designated adult team leader who may be an advisor, coach or parent recognized by the school.

3. ENTRY AND COMMUNICATIONS:

3.1.  A school must qualify for this event through its local MASSA League. Timely notice from a school's league director to the host league director and the district director will satisfy the notice requirement. A league must fill its allocated slots at a district event by the Monday before the event, October 17, 2011, by notifying the host league director and the district director by this date. Eligible schools and sailors must also confirm their attendance by Monday, October 17, 2011 through email to 

george.linzee@stonybrookschool.org.  

Teams should also notify their league director and the host league director (George Linzee's cell is 631 456-1899) immediately if there is a change in their status after confirming.
3.2 Teams unable to compete must notify the regatta chairperson and ISSA as soon as possible. NOTE! MASSA by-laws stipulates that if a team selected to attend a District Championship drops out after the Monday before that regatta, the team will forfeit their qualification slot for the next district event for which they would otherwise be qualified by their league to attend. The District Director may waive this penalty for valid reason, e.g. if the team had no way of knowing that it was not able to participate in the regatta until too late.

4 ENTRY FEE: 
4.1 Each team will pay $75.00 for four sailors and one coach. Additional sailors and adults will pay $10 each. Teams should pay their fee by check or cash upon registration during check-in Saturday morning, October 22. Checks should be made out to: The Stony Brook School. 
5 DAMAGE:  

5.1 Collisions causing serious damage will be dealt with by jury with regard to RRS rule 14, 68 &
69.

6 BOATS:

6.1 Nineteen 420s as supplied The Stony Brook School. One boat will be kept as a spare.

7 FORMAT:  

7.1 Two divisions (two skippers, two crews, plus substitutes) per school; eighteen teams; a single round-robin will be attempted and a boat rotation will be posted prior to the competitors meeting. Divisions will normally sail two races between rotations


8 SCHEDULE:

8.1 Saturday, October 22, 2011

8:00-Check in/registration at Port Jefferson Lunch Parking Lot followed by launch to Regatta Docks in Harbor where teams will rig their Division A boat

10:00-Competitor's meeting on Regatta Docks- MANDATORY.
10:30-First warning signal. Racing will continue throughout the
day at the discretion of the regatta chairman in consultation with the
Jury. 


8.2 Sunday, April 18 2010

8:00-Check in and Transport to Regatta Docks to rig boats
9:30-Skipper’s meeting- MANDATORY.
9:45-First Warning. Racing will continue throughout the day.

2:30-No race will start after this time, with the exception of any sail off, if needed
PROMPTLY FOLLOWING CONCLUSION OF RACING: Trophy Presentation on Regatta Docks: 

8.3 Changes to the schedule will be posted on the official notice board located on the central Canopy dock. 

9 COURSES:

9.1 Courses will be designated on the Regatta Notice Board. The Race Committee will give additional oral notice. Courses will not be shortened. ISSA PR 7.7

10: SCORING:

10.1 The regatta will be scored in accordance with ISSA Procedural Rules.

11 RACING AREA, REGATTA DOCKS, FOOD SERVICE, OTHER AMENITIES:

11.1 All races will be sailed off The Stony Brook School's regatta docks located in the NE corner of Port Jefferson Harbor, NY. 

11.2 The Regatta Docks are a 175-foot long system of connected floating docks, some 24-feet wide and others 16-feet wide, from which the regatta fleet of nineteen 420s and six support craft are operated. These carpeted docks are towed out to the racing area to expedite rotations, enable regattas to maximize the number of races within a given time period, and to provide teams and coaches a close observation point from which to observe the competition. Each team will be assigned a dock location by it first race division A boat number. Each of these 420 storage areas has a cooler and a chair.  Since teams will be required to spend the day out on the docks and the teams areas are not under cover, all team members and coaches/advisors should bring fowl weather gear and/or umbrellas in case of rain. Due to limited space on the dock, participants are asked to not bring unnecessary gear or coolers

11.3 Food Service: The regatta docks include a central food service dock that has a canopy. Complementary lunch will be provided from this dock at no cost to the sailors in order to reduce the amount of gear on the docks if every team brought their own food. The menu will include the following: hot dogs, chicken Caesar salad wraps, apples, granola bars, ice tea, lemonade, coffee, and water. In order to reduce the use of plastic bottles, all participants should bring their own refillable drink container.

11.4 Restrooms and Changing Area: The Stony Brook School has obtained permits for regatta participants to have access to municipal (Town of Brookhaven) restrooms and shower facilities on shore. During the regatta, a 6-passenger launch will be available on the Regatta docks to take participants back and forth to these facilities.

13 PARKING:
13.1 Team vehicles should be parked in the lot across from 150 Beach Street entrance to Port Jefferson Launch Service.

14 COACHING:

14.1 Team leaders, chaperones, coaches, parents, advisors and other support personnel shall all stay on the SBS Regatta Docks by the racing area during the event. They are not allowed to go out on the racecourse in vessels unless authorized by the NE League Director. Launch service will be available to and from the parking area and to and from the shore restroom and changing facilities. Tips to the Port Jefferson launch drivers are appreciated.

15 PRIZES:

15.1 Prizes will be awarded to schools placing 1st, 2nd and 3rd in the regatta. 

16 OFFICIAL NOTICE:

16.1 No contestant shall use, either on or off the water, alcoholic beverages (beer, wine, or distilled spirits, each as defined in Chap 51 of the US Internal Revenue Code and intended for beverage use), or marijuana, cocaine, or any other controlled substance (as defined in 21 US Code 802), the possession of which, by that contestant is unlawful under 21 US Code 841. Infringements of this regulation and/or other discipline expectations occurring during October 22-23, 2011 may be the basis for a hearing under RRS 69.1 The protest committee for such a hearing shall be the regatta chairperson, a member of the ISSA BOD, and the protest committee chairperson. This protest committee shall, at a time and place selected by them, meet to hear said protest, and their decision to impose scoring penalties, or other sanctions they alone deem appropriate, including summary removal from the regatta, shall be final, without appeal.

· Take Nicolls Road north to the end and turn right onto 25A

· Take NY Route 25A East to Port Jefferson (3.1 Miles)

· Turn left on Beach Street (at bottom of the hill entering Port Jefferson

· Go to 150 Beach Street where you can turn left at a green fence into a gravel parking lot for the Port Jefferson Launch. Check you team in at the picnic table and then park your car in the lot across the street.
